Documents 

You will need “prior-prior year” income records.  Specifically, you will need your parent’s/guardian’s 2016 taxes.  If your parent/guardian does not do taxes, you will need their estimated 2016 income. When seeking help with the FAFSA or Dream Application, bring the following documents:
· Your Social Security Number (if you have one).  If your parent or guardian has a Social Security Number, they too will need to provide it on the FAFSA.
· Your parent’s or guardian’s 2016 Federal Income Tax Return.
· If your parent/guardian does not do taxes, bring their most recent W-2 forms, pay check stubs, or have an accurate estimate of their 2016 income.

· Your parent’s/guardian’s birth date(s).

· Your parent’s/guardian’s marital status. If applicable, please know the date they were married or divorced (whichever was most recent). 

· If you were employed, your 2016 W-2 Forms and other records of money earned.
· If you are not a US Citizen, but a documented permanent resident, your alien registration or permanent resident card (Green Card).
