After winning first place in the Los
Angeles Regional SeaPerch competition
in March, South El Monte High School
Scuba Squad team members Josselyn
Melendez, Jose Robles and Erik Zepeda
will showcase their underwater robotics
skills at the national competition taking
place June 1-2 at the University of
Maryland.

“We will have to work extremely hard
to win in the nationals,” Zepeda said.
“There is a lot of trial and error in the
process, but we are up to the challenge.”

Rosemead High School’s Science
Olympiad team landed in fourth place
at the Los Angeles County Science
Olympiad regional competition. The
team subsequently competed against
some of the top math and science

student experts in the region at the
Southern California State Science
Olympiad Tournament at Caltech in

Rosemead’s Academic Decathlon
team returned to the California State
Championships in March for the second
year in a row after earning a fifth-
place finish at the L.A. County regional
competition.

Promotes Healthy Living

Every Tuesday and Thursday afternoon, members of
the Arroyo High School Garden Club can be found with
trowels and shovels in hand, digging through the rich
soil of one of their 25 raised garden beds teeming with
organic vegetables, greens and herbs, or tending one of
their dozen fruit trees.

Learning the benefits of eco-sustainability and
regenerative agriculture, the club plays a vital role in

cultivating the organic produce that is used exclusively
in meals prepared by Arroyo Culinary Arts students, part of El Monte Union’s commitment
to creating green spaces and combatting obesity and chronic illnesses.
“The produce we grow at Arroyo is much fresher that what you can buy at the grocery

store,” junior Oscar Ramos said.

With support from Eco Urban Gardens and funding from Kaiser Permanente and City

of Hope, the garden was restored in 2016 and now serves to promote nutrition education

and urban agriculture.

“What I've learned in the Garden Club is that we can change our lifestyle and become
healthier by growing our own food,” senior Matilde Guzman said.

The gardening program has expanded to Rosemead and Mountain View high schools,
which harvest 2,500 pounds of organic produce annually.
