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El Monte Union Students Engage in
Innovative Distance Learning Program

Following the physical closures of campuses
on March 16, El Monte Union’s team of
educators united to plan and prepare for the
District’s first-ever distance learning program,
ensuring continued learning for students at
home through a robust, high-quality academic
program delivered virtually.

To prepare, administrators and teachers
worked collaboratively with instructional
coaches and department chairs to to identify
and incorporate digital resources that would
give students the opportunity to master
standards that have been presented over the
school year and improve their grades for the
spring semester.

Using Google Classroom and Google
Hangouts Meet, teachers host virtual
classrooms, counselors hold one-on-one
meetings and students interact with
one another from the safety of their
own homes.

“Although learning from home on such an

extended basis wasn't in the plan, | have seen
our teachers, staff and administrators rise to
the challenge and demonstrate their continued
dedication to and support of our students,”’
Superintendent Dr. Edward Zuniga said.

Critical to the District’s transition is its
Access for All program, which provided
students with laptops for school and home
use at the beginning of the school year and
kickstarted the regular use of digital learning
and teaching. The District also assisted students
with limited internet access and other barriers
to their success.

“This situation posed many challenges for our
students, families and educators, but | am so
proud of the work we have done together to
ensure students continue to excel, even under
the most unusual circumstances,” Zuniga said.

Virtual instruction will continue through
June 4.

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District Serves Thousands
of Free Meals to Students

While practicing social distancing and
wearing protective gear, El Monte Union
nutrition services staff members were
on track to serve 295,000 breakfast and
lunch to-go meals - which include fruits,
vegetables, milk and entrées - from Arroyo,
El Monte and South El Monte high schools
before the end of the 2019-20 school year.

“It is vital we all do our part to help
one another during this challenging time,
which includes keeping our essential meal
service program up-and-running for our
community’s children,” Director of Nutrition
Services Suzy Sayre said. “l want to thank
our District for its commitment and our staff
for their tireless work and dedication.”

In an effort to maintain program integrity,
El Monte Union has instituted guidelines for
its distribution sites:

e Meals are distributed on a first-come,
first-served basis based on availability.

e Meals are offered to any student who is
present at any participating school.

e No ID is required for students.

e |t is recommended that children be present when
parents are picking up meals. For parents who
cannot bring their children to pick up meals:

e The District limits the number of
meals to no more than three.

e School staff may seek verification of
student enrollment from parents to
avoid duplicate meals.

Rosemead High School is one of 1,800 schools worldwide to offer the AP Capstone
Diploma program, a sequence of two year-long courses that will enable students to
hone critical skills in research, collaboration, writing, evidence-based arguments and
communication.

AP Seminar is expected to launch at Rosemead in fall 2020 and AP Research in fall 2021.

“AP Capstone will allow our students to develop key academic and professional skills
they'll need in college and beyond, while challenging them to become self-confident,
independent thinkers,” Principal Dr. Brian Bristol said. “Our teachers will also have more
leeway with curriculum choices and support student access to challenging coursework.”

In AP Seminar, students choose and evaluate complex topics through multiple
lenses; identify credibility and bias in sources; and develop arguments in support of
a recommendation. In AP Research, students design, execute, present and defend a
yearlong research-based investigation on a topic of their choice.

Students who score a 3 or higher in both courses and on four additional AP exams
of their choosing earn the AP Capstone Diploma. Students who score a 3 or higher in
both AP Seminar and AP Research will only earn the certificate.
